I 
would like to thank those who donated trees. 

We’ll be planting more this spring if  
you’re interested in a new tree for 
the course. 
 

In other news, we have been cutting the dead 
trees that were marked earlier this year. Sev-
eral of  these trees (Elms) have been infected 
with Dutch Elm Disease. This disease is 
spread easily by the elm bark beetle so it is 
very important to cut and burn these trees to 
prevent further spread around the course. 
Unfortunately, it is just a matter of  time be-
fore we loose all of  our elm trees. Also, we 
have continued with lining some of  the drain-
age ditches with rock to reduce erosion that is 
occurring. At this time we have concentrated 
on hole #3 and #6 (between the tee boxes). 
We will be doing more rock work behind #9 
green next.

You may be wondering why we’re printing the 
above notice re: Floyd Farley in our newsletter.  
Mr. Farley was the architect that did the origi-
nal course design for Lake Valley in 1967/68, 
so I can say without reservation that we 
wouldn’t be who we are today without his in-
put.  I had the pleasure to talk with Mr. Farley 
in 1997 by phone from his home in Sedona, 
Arizona. He was about 90 years old at the 
time.  When I called and introduced myself  I 
said that I was calling in reference to a golf  
course in Camdenton, Missouri.  Without 
missing a beat he said “Oh, Lake Valley!”   I 
was amazed that at 90 years old and some 30 
years after he’d last been here he had almost 
instant recall of  Lake Valley.  As we talked, he 
brought up various things that he remem-
bered, including the names of  people that he 
worked closely with on the project and some 
of  the problems they encountered.  He further 
amazed me by asking if  the old water pump 
was still on “let’s see, it was a par three, I think 
number 8 maybe?”  At first I thought “the water 
pump is on #17, not 8”, then I remembered, 
when he designed the course the front and 
back nines were reversed from what they are 
now, so what is now 17 was originally #8.  
Last summer a group of  us were playing at 
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Piney Valley GC, on Ft. Leonard Wood, and a 
comment was made that it reminded us of  Lake 
Valley 20 years ago.  There’s good reason for 
that;  in addition to designing LVCC Mr. Farley 
also designed the course at Ft. Wood, plus 
courses at Ava, Cabool, Marceline, Willow 
Springs, and worked with Horton Smith to de-
sign Twin Oaks in Springfield. 
 In 1997 I was touring our course with Gary 
Kern, ASGCA, as he reviewed the course in 
preparation for an update to our long-range 
plan.  During our tour Gary made the comment 
that Mr. Farley “did a good job of  finding the holes”.  
When I asked what he meant by that, he said 
that the old-school of  course design used the 
theory that the holes are somewhere on the 
property, it’s the architect’s job to go out and 
find them.   
As I play other courses around the area I find 
myself  giving silent thanks for the wonderful 
job that he did in finding our course. I wish now 
that I had been better prepared with more ques-
tions for him, but we had a pleasant conversa-
tion and I was left feeling like  I had known him 
for years.   The next time you’re at the club and 
thankful for the course we have at our avail, step 
into the bar and raise a toast to Floyd.   I’m sure 
he’s watching.
