There has been many rumors about the 
direction Lake Valley is going, especially 
about the restaurant.  The board has met 
several times to discuss these issues.  
We want to utilize our facilities better, not 
close them down.  The board has lis-
tened to member’s ideas, discussed pro-
posals, and had outside people make 
suggestions.  With all of the data, sug-
gestions, and ideas, several recommen-
dations were made at our January meet-
ing.  The following recommendations 
were discussed and approved. 

First, the restaurant is being recon-
structed to better serve the members.  
The restaurant will be scaled down—not 
closed.  The facilities are still available to 
members for special occasions such as 
weddings, reunions, parties or other spe-
cial events.  The member in charge of 
the special occasion will be responsible 
for hiring a caterer, set up, and schedul-
ing.  The only part our staff will handle is 
the bar.  We will no longer have staff 
available for these special ocassions. 

Second, the bar area will receive some 
renovation.  The purpose, to encourage 
golfers to stay at our facility instead of 
going elsewhere.  The bar area will be 
partitioned off from the banquet/meeting 
room.  The bar will offer sandwiches, ap-
petizers, side-orders, to-go orders and 
daily specials. 

The final recommendation approved is to 
redirect advertising and update the web-
site.  Dennis Jones is in the process of 
enhancing the website with additional 
content and features.

For instance, we added soil along the 

path to the left of #4 green (it was a poten-

tial ankle twister) and seeded/strawed it in 

December.  In fact, through my years of ex-

perience I have never witnessed grass seed 

germinating in mid-January!!!!   Also, we 

have continued hauling rock to reduce ero-

sion which would normally be frozen in the 

ground or covered with snow.  Another ac-

tivity has been installing irrigation isolation 

valves to the irrigation system to simplify 

repairs during the season. 

 The down side to this unusual 

weather pattern is that this is normally a 

time when soil moisture levels are built up 

for spring growth.   My records show we’ve 

had merely 2 inches of snow again this en-

tire fall/winter season, similar to last year.  

As you know, that lead to an extremely dry 

summer season…. 

 Oh well, it doesn’t do any good to 

complain about it.  We’re looking forward 

to another fun, challenging and exciting 

year at Lake Valley.
