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LESSON CORNER

The grip: from a natural standing posi-
tion, lay the club in your fingers of the left
hand. Secure your hold and make sure
your left thumb is resting comfortably,
right center on top of the grip. With your
fingers slightly spread the right hand
should fit perfectly on the club. Hook
your right forefinger around the shatft,
this is your “trigger” finger. This gets you
into position.
How you choose to join your hands to-
gether is a matter of personal feel. You
can either overlap or interlock.
5 ¢ The overlap is where the little
== finger on the right hand lays on
., top of the left hand in the ridge
/B that is created between the first
and second fingers.

The interlock is where you interlock the
little finger on the right hand with the
forefinger on the left.

Both grips are good, but you
have to decide which feels
more comfortable to you. |
suggest with smaller hands to
interlock and bigger hands you
overlap, but it is still the player’s comfort
level that will help make the decision for
themselves.
