LESSON CORNER

A ball on an uphill slope will naturally fly
a little higher than usual. The slope
naturally adds loft to the clubface, so |
would take an extra club for this shot to
make sure | hit the green.

On a slight uphill lie, try to compensate
for the slope by tilting your body a little
to the right, so more or less set up nor-
mal but with a slight angle with most of
your weight on your back foot. Once
you have good balance, try to take a
normal swing or as much as possible.
Your arc will follow the slope as much as
possible. Remember on an uphill lie
you might have a tendency to pull the
ball, so make the appropriate adjust-
ments.
