LESSON CORNER 

 

 The Draw:  Manufacture the release with your hands and forearms to play a draw.  
A gentle shot that works from right to left.  Work on rotating your left forearm away 
from the ball as normal to  make your backswing, but focus on re-rotating your left 
arm through impact, so the clubface turns over the ball and impacts right to left spin.  
To induce that right to left spin, you must encourage your right forearm to cross over 
the left with a more rounded angle of attack.  Feel it as you release your hands and 
arms.

Well, it wouldn’t be Missouri without some 100 degree temperatures.  We are pumping around 
400,000 to 450,000 gallons of water per night plus quite a bit during the day to keep things 
cooled off…I’m looking forward to cool fall weather. 
 
I mentioned recently that we were doing two Bermuda grass test plots on holes 5 and 7.  After 
planting the seed and religiously watering it daily we had some germination.  The only prob-
lem is that after 2 sprayings with round-up the westwood Bermuda grew back and is in the 
process of taking over.  The odds of establishing other Bermuda into the existing westwood are 
slim to none.  This is definitely the toughest type of Bermuda I have ever encountered!  But, as 
with most Bermuda grass, once you have it YOU HAVE IT!  The various types of Bermuda 
grass are known to have rhizomes some 10 to 15 feet deep in the soil profile…
