LESSON CORNER 

When the ball is above your feet: 
 
You want to choke down on the grip just a little.  Then I make the necessary adjustments 
in my stance to maintain a good balance.  You will want to stand a little move erect than 
normal.  You want your weight distributed evenly between your feet, and position the ball 
opposite the middle of your stance.  Your swing will be fairly flat and rounded, causing 
the ball to spin from right to left. Aim your body and clubface right of your target.  Then 
swing the club with a good rhythm.

  The summer season has come and gone and we’re well into fall. The leaves 
are really beginning to drop which has us giving our blowers a workout. 
We try to blow the greens and tees daily and catch the fairways as needed. 
In fact, there are days that we blow some of the greens several times to 
keep the putts rolling smoothly. Also, we will clean up the drainage ditches 
(1-3-5 etc.) after most of the leaves have dropped so one might be able to find their 
ball if they “happen” to hit one in there... 
 
 In other news, we’re getting ready to perform the updates to the pump station 
and pond intake. This job will obviously require us to drain the pond down to access 
the intake and install a “self-cleaning” intake that will dramatically reduce the amount 
of time we spend cleaning mud from the bottom of the sprinklers on the course. Also, 
by eliminating the silt and mud from entering the pumps we will reduce wear on the 
impellers and valves and extend their life. I would like to thank the board of directors 
for passing these updates because they are critical to keeping the course watered 
and alive during the hot summer months. 
  

During the next few months we have plenty to work on. We are looking forward 
to repairing the drains in several bunkers, cutting any trees that we have lost this year, 
winterizing the irrigation system, cleaning up some of the wooded areas to increase 
airflow to the nearby greens during the summer and beginning our annual equipment 
maintenance and repair work to the course equipment and the golf cart fleet.
