This has worked very well at giving
us a smooth surface during the winter months...If you happen to be doing any seeding al-
ways remember to use a good starter fertilizer either at seeding or just after the seed has
emerged (which I prefer) for best results. A good example is 13-13-13 or anything that has a
high middle number which is phosphorus. Please don’t hesitate to contact me if you have

DID YOU KNOW..........

Of course, you know that Alex and his crew cut our greens nearly every morning,
right? But unlike you and me that cut our yard the same pattern every time, our
grounds crew uses a different cutting pattern each day. For example, on Day 1
they will cut greens from front to back, say 6:00 o’clock to
12:00 o’clock. The next day they might cut side-to-side, 9:00
o’clock to 3:00 o’clock. Day 3 they’'ll angle cut from 1:30 to
7:30, and on the fourth day they’ll angle cut the opposite way,
from 10:30 to 4:30. On the fifth cutting day they'll start
over by cutting front-to-back again, and repeat the cycle.

By rotating the cutting pattern they help cut down on problems
like grain in the grass, and also avoid driving over the same
places day after day after day.
