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A NOTE FROM ALEX 

I’m quite pleased with the way the golf course came through the hot sum-
mer weather. We’re now looking forward to cooler temperatures and opti-
mal turf growing weather. We are nearly finished with planting grass seed 
on the course and the leaf battle has begun… 
 

 F.Y.I.- I thought I would throw in some facts and figures this month that some of you 
may not be aware of…We cut the greens at .120 to .130 thousandths of an inch daily.  It is a 
rare occasion when the greens aren’t cut and its usually due to rainy weather. This job takes 2 
men around 2 hours to complete. We also cut new pin placements daily to spread the traffic 
and provide a “new setup” each day. This job takes one man around 2 hours to complete. 
During the season we cut the tees, fairways and green surrounds 3 times per week. The rough 
is cut 2 times per week at 2.5 inches in height while the fairways are cut at ¾ of an inch. 
The tees are cut at .600 thousandths or just over ½ of an inch. We cut the areas around the 
greens (perimeters or green surrounds) at 2.25 inches. We generally rake the bunkers 2 to 4 
times per week and this job takes one man around 1.5 to 2 hours unless heavy rains have 
passed and then it takes 3 to 4 men about 8 to 12 hours to repair the washed out sand. This is 
an excellent reason to build bunkers that wash minimally with heavy rains. The new bunker 
on hole #12 is a good example of this… I hope this bit of information enlightens some of 
you. 
 I have decided to try something new this fall and into next year. For those who may be 
interested, I am inviting any member to play 9 holes of golf with me. I think if there’s 
enough response we could set up 4 person groups to play at a convenient time for all. I think 
this would be helpful to those who may have turf questions or just want to play 9 holes. I’m 
only putting this invitation in the newsletter for those who take time to read it….I will have a 
sign up list in the pro shop.
