What an unusual weather year we’re having.  Currently, we have 
received over 23 inches of rain at the course since January 1st.  
This has created a situation where the underground water table 
has been replenished and the excess is surfacing in several areas 
around the course.  We basically have several “springs” that unfor-

tunately will not stop running until we have a stretch of dry weather.  So, what to 
do?  At some point, one must cut the grass in these wet areas to actually help them 
dry out.  This does create some muddy tracks, but, as I said, what to do?  It has 
been difficult for me to say “The carts can drive in the rough today”, knowing that 
someone will inevitably drive through one of those wet areas.  So, as a reminder, 
PLEASE BE ATTENTIVE TO WHERE YOU DRIVE YOUR CART.  It may be 
“roughs only” but there are several wet areas on the course.  We have either put up 
ropes or placed cart signs in these areas to help golfers avoid them.  The fairways 
have finally come to life and we should be back to the 90-degree rule by mid-May or 
sooner, depending on the weather. 
 
In other news, we are once again looking for tree donations.  Please contact Dan, 
Andi, or myself for further info.  Trees usually range in price from $75.00 to $175.00 
depending on the type and size.  This helps to replace the trees that we lose each 
year.
