A NOTE FROM ALEX 

  

After the remnants of 2 hurricanes, we now stand at around 
56 inches of rainfall on the year. Once again, the annual av-
erage for us is 42.5 inches. This means that we are around 14 
inches over the annual average and we still have 3 plus 

months left to add to this total. This has kept a couple of the wet weather 
springs running…. 
 
Right now we are working on seeding some tees, the collars on the greens and 
we will start on some rough areas and some areas around the greens. Please 
bear with us while we try to get this finished. Also, we have received 2 tree do-
nations so far but we would like to have 10 to 20. Please contact Dan, Andy or 
myself if you would like to donate a tree. 
 
I think I will finish up this month’s note by giving you some information about 
Lake Valley that you may not have known. 
 
1.  There is 60+ acres of rough, 30 acres of fairways, 2.5 acres of tees, 5 acres 
of green surrounds, 3 acres of greens and 1 acre of collars around the greens. 
 
2. There are around 780 sprinkler heads on the course. 
 
3.  We pump around 700 gallons per minute of water at full capacity and it takes 
around 10 hours to water each sprinkler head about 15 minutes which comes 
out to about .2 inches of water. 
 
4.  We have a total of 10 employees on the grounds including myself. 
 
5.  During the season we cut the rough 2 times per week, the fairways 2 to 3 
times per week, the tees 2 to 3 times per week, the collars and approaches 3 
times per week, the greens 7 times per week and the holes are cut 7 times per 
week. 
 
6.  The rough is cut at 2.5”, the fairways at .75”, the collars and tees at .60” and 
the greens from .120” to .130” depending on the time of year. 
 
I could keep going for a while but I’m in a hurry!!!! Enjoying the weather, hope 
you are too…
