  It seems like just yesterday that I arrived here at Lake 
Valley becoming the golf course superintendent. However, I 
am quickly approaching my 6th anniversary here. Time flies 
when you’re having fun!!! I have had many challenges 
through these years but also have made many new friends 

and feel that the golf course has improved each year. My philosophy is to 
take it one day at a time and I try not to get too far ahead of myself. I am very 
proud of my staff for what they have accomplished in this time period as well. 
In fact, it’s a luxury to know that I have not had a lot of employee turnover. 
This is a pretty good indicator of how nice of a place this is to work at. There 
are not a lot of businesses where employees feel this way. Thanks to Dan, 
Priscilla, the Board of Directors, and the members for making Lake Valley by 
far the best place I have ever been employed at. 
 Currently we are installing drainage in several areas on the course, 
spraying the fairways and tees to eliminate the poa annua (annual blue-
grass), finishing up with equipment maintenance as well as painting of tees/ 
ball washers/ broken tee cups among other things. We are scheduled for 
greens aerification in late March, which is right around the corner. I must say 
that this seems to have been one of the longest winters I can recall but fortu-
nately I noticed the birds returning, robins in particular, which tells me that 
Spring is right around the corner. Looking forward to golfing weather!!!!
