. 51 . 1. Apply crabgrass pre-emergent before April 10th

2. Use a light amount of Nitrogen (.25—.50 #/N/1000ft.2)

‘ GcsnM:i _ 3. Use a fertilizer with Phosphorus if you have new seed-
lings from last fall.
If you plan to aerify, its recommended you do so before a pre-emergent is
applied. A little help for those who don’t know what the numbers on the fertil-
izer bag represent (for example, 13-13-13) The numbers are percentages
by weight of Nigtrogen—Phosphorus —Potassium. So a 50 pound bag of
13-13-13 would have 6.5 pounds of each element. If this were applied to
6,500 sqg. ft., it would give you a 1 pound per 1,000 sq. ft. rate. If this were
applied to 13,000 in would give you .50 pound per 1,000 sq. ft. rate. | will
put out that due to the chemical structure and the molecular weight of the
different elements, the *“actual” amount of Nitrogen, Phosphorus, and
Potasssium is as follows:

1. Ammonium Nitrate (NH4NO3) = 34% actual Nitrogen

2. Potassium (K20) = 83% actual Potassium

3. Phosphate (P205) = 44% actual Phosphorus

| mention that you should use less than .50 pounds of Nitrogen or less a this
time is because when we get the “spring flush” it is almost like you've applied
another fertilizer application. If too much Nitrogen were applied earlier then the
grass will produce more “shoot” growth than “root” growth. This will make your
grass less able to tolerate the hot summer ahead. We apply 8-4-24 with a pre-
emergent around the middle of March at a rate that gives about .25 Ib. Nitro-
gen per 1,000 sq.ft. and prevents crabgrass for about 6 months.

On the course we have finished aerifying the greens and are ready to grow
some roots. We have edged all of the bunkers and added sand to some. We
are continuing to add and repair damage on the course. And of course, we
have begun to mow some grass!!!!

GOLF COURSE DRAINAGE ISSUES

If you visited the club during February or early March, you may have noticed a
lot of activity near the lake and the men’s tee on #18. As you know, 2008 was a
very wet year and the course experienced a number of areas that simply
stayed wet all year, such as left of #9 fairway and around #9 ladies tee, and
right of #4 fairway.

During work to repair some existing drainage and install some new drainage
this winter, Alex and his crew discovered where at least a partial source of the
problem originated. Believe it or not, water had been seeping into our old irri-
gation lines and gravity feeding from the lake, across #1, #3, and #4 to #9.
Guess where the lowest area on the course is?

So, how was this happening? When the course was originally built the lake
was more of a horseshoe shape. The “bump” nearest to 18 tee was added in
the late 1980’s when our present irrigation system was installed. The original
irrigation system had main lines than ran under what is now that portion of the
lake. When the lake was expanded, the old irrigation lines were buried and the
heads removed, but otherwise the old pipe was simply left in the ground. Alex’s
theory is that last year with all of the rains, and very heavy rains, we had a
number of times when we basically had a stream running through the lake and
over the dam. The path of that stream ran right over the old pipe and washed
enough dirt away that it exposed the top of the old pipe. There were cracks in
the old pipe, not enough that it created a major drain, but enough that water
could seep in and basically turn the old irrigation system into a drain pipe.
