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FROM THE SUPERINTENDANT 
 
We have been very busy on the course in July. The weather has 
been absolutely beautiful. I wouldn’t mind if every summer were 
this nice!!! We have finally finished laying sod on the 5 new for-
ward tees and we were able to sod the lower portion of the driv-

ing range tee. I am hoping to have these open by the middle of August. 
 
I have wanted to aerify the fairways since 2003 but have never seemed to find 
the time to do it during the busy summers. I finally decided this year I would 
make the time and this job was completed over 2 days during the second week 
of July. We used a slicing type of aerifier that cut slits to a depth of 5 inches. This 
has many benefits such as relieving compaction, creating new plant growth and 
rooting, as well as helping with drainage. I definitely want to do this at least one 
time each summer in the future. 
 
Finally, we are closing in on the last of the clean-up from the late June storm. I 
would like to thank Bruce Armstrong for providing his utility truck once again. 
This has saved us from paying a tree service many times. This truck allows me 
to trim the broken branches that are hanging in the trees up to a height of 
around 40 feet. I certainly don’t want anyone to get hit by one of these dead 
branches when they finally come to the ground… 
 
In closing, I would recommend coming out and enjoying the course if you have-
n’t lately. I don’t often say it, but “the course is in pretty good shape right now!!!”

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PROPOSED ADDITIONS AND CHANGES TO BY-LAWS 

 
(new membership class) 
Article II - Membership 
Section 1 - Membership Classes 
Single Member – Single members shall be unmarried individuals who do not wish 
to designate a significant other to share their membership and who are elected to 
membership in the classification.  The annual dues for Single members shall be two 
thirds (2/3) of the dues of a certificate full member.  Single members who subse-
quently get married will have their classification changed to the appropriate mem-
bership classification and be charged dues accordingly. 
 
(changes description of Unmarried Member) 
Section 4 – Membership Privileges 
(e) Unmarried Member.  An unmarried club member (not including a Single Mem-
ber) may designate an unmarried significant other, residing in the household or im-
mediate family member who may enjoy club privileges, subject to approval by the 
Board of Directors.  The member will be responsible for any charges or expenses 
incurred by the designee while using the club. 

(two new membership classes) 
Article II – Membership 
Section 1 – Membership Classes 
 
(f) Social Member – Voting.  Voting Social members shall be persons owning cer-
tificates of membership and who have been elected to such membership in accor-
dance with the By-Laws.  These members shall have no golfing privileges but will 
be afforded all the other amenities of regular membership.  Dues for this classifica-
tion shall be established by the Board of Directors. 
 
(g) Social Member – Non-Voting.  Non-Voting Social members shall be persons 
who have been elected to such membership in accordance with the By-Laws.  
These members shall have no golfing privileges and may not maintain a club ac-
count.  All other club amenities will be afforded these members.  Dues for this clas-
sification shall be established by the Board of Directors.
