\ a\ Moles are a formidable pest for most turf growers. They
A\ tend to work furiously during this time of the year when we have
cesaA®?y | had a mid-winter thaw. | would think that they have been some-
what limited on food and are looking through the soft ground for
just about anything they can find. On average, we remove some 50 to 100
moles each year at Lake Valley. The obvious problem is not only the small
“runs" they make, it is the giant piles of dirt they excavate. These piles are due
to the moles ability to dig down below the frost line and still be able to survive
when the ground is frozen. Of course, I'm not a mole scientist but | have had
dealings with upwards of 1,000 of the critters over my 18 years on golf
courses ...

| am often asked what the moles eat. According to my readings, 80% of

the moles diet is earthworms. The remaining portion is mostly some type of grub
larvae. These larvae are like a delicacy for the moles and they seem to search
out areas that have grubs. This makes them a pretty good indicator for grub
presence.
There are several ways to deal with the varmits that | know of.
There are a couple types of traps that actually dismiss the critter
when it comes too close. The latest method I've heard of is a
called the "rodenator".(www.rodenator.com) This is a system
where a tube is slid into the open burrow and it is filled with a gas.
The tool has a striker on it and after the gas is allowed to fill the
chamber, the striker makes the whole tunnel system explode! Some dirt does fly
up from the ground and it is said to be a full proof way of eliminating any bur-
rowing animal. There is a video on YouTube depicting this and can be found un-
der "rodenator".

Another fairly new method called Talpirid worms uses a lethal chemical
that is molded into an earthworm like cast. It looks and feels sort of like an
earthworm. The mole comes along, eats the worm and dies later. Some mole
hunters simply use a garden hose and attempt to flood the little critter out of his
den. I'm not sure how well this method works. Finally, there's my method. It's
probably the most humane way to deal with them. | first press down the mole
run and leave. After 15 to 30 minutes, | come back to see if the mole has started
pushing the run back open. When | see movement, | determine which way the
mole is moving and quickly dig the tunnel up about 1 foot or so away from the
mole where the only escape lies. Once cornered, the mole has nowhere to go. |
am very careful to pick the mole up by the tail so as not to get bitten. This way |
can put the mole in a bucket and take it off the property and release the varmit.
| like to call it the Lake Valley Catch and Release Program. | have not been very
successful attempting to catch a mole that is burrowing down so | would recom-
mend trying to catch them when they are out away from these large piles of soil
in one of their runs. Also, | have had the most success during mid-morning and
early afternoon when scouting for moles.
