| cesar®y | their winter stay in the south. On the course, we are finishing up

with the tree trimming projects and are very pleased with the work.

You may notice the next time you are out that some of the teeing areas have

been opened up to allow for more sunlight and to help the occasional errant shot

possibly make it to the fairway that would have hit a tree branch before we

trimmed. Also, by doing this we will once again be able to use some tee areas

that were blocked by overhanging tree limbs before. In particular, the tee box
areas on holes 2, 7, 8, 13, and 14 have been opened up with the trimming.

In other news, we will be spraying the tee boxes and fairways with Round
Up in the next few weeks. You may notice a slightly light blue color after we
spray. This is an indicator dye that we use to ensure a complete and even spray
application. This is necessary to clean up the annual grassy weeds that germi-
nate each fall that would otherwise compete with the desired turf and produce
even more seed this year!

For those of you who play golf early in the year, we are scheduled to aerify
the greens on March 22nd. With normal temperatures, the greens should be
healed up within 7 to 10 days following the aerification. Thanks for your pa-
tience through this time period.
